Goodbye my friends: How do you comfort friends in times of deep sorrow? One young writer imagines what Jesus might have written before his crucifixion and death.
I must apologise to whoever reads this. The sorrow and grief my chosen path will bring is not lost on me. I know the pain it will cause those who are loved and yet not my will but yours will be done (Luke 22:42).
[image: Jesus And His Disciples – Focus Online]Some may say the sacrifices selfish, to leave such aching hearts behind. But I know this, I give myself up for all. For those who love me and for those who do not. “Greater love has no one then to lay down one’s life for one’s friends - (John 15:13.) 
And I have called you friends - all of you. To those who have followed me, who believe in what I have spoken, I say this: do not become what is hateful. By this everyone will know that you are my disciples, if you love one another (John 13:35).
Heavy Heart.  I do not go to the cross to deepen darkness, but to bear it, to shoulder what others cannot. Still, my heart is heavy. I have walked among beggars and thieves. I have seen the poor in the streets and the greedy growing fat on their labour. And I know, even after I’m gone, there will still be hunger, cruelty and injustice. This is my sorrow - that I could not do more. That when I am taken, evil will remain. I do not regret my travels- the dusty roads of Galilee, the storms my father stilled, the blind who now see. I think of Lazarus’ call from the tomb, and I know my father holds power over death itself and though I stepped into the shadow of death, ‘the Father is with me’ (John 16:32).
When you read this, I will be gone. But let these words remain as proof of the love I hold for you – and more so, the love my Father holds for you. ‘For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in him, shall not perish but have eternal life’ (John 13:16)

I bear no hatred towards those who will drive the nails. They too are beloved. Perhaps I will go with a small smile, for the cross will smell of fresh wood and splinters like Joseph’s carpentry. He would say that was the smell of honest work. He would probably critique the cross for its roughness - poor craftsmanship, he might say - and I would laugh as I did when I was a boy at his side. If they ask who I was, what I stood for, tell them this I was of truth, of mercy, of love. I ate with sinners and wept with the grieving. ‘Come to me all you are weary and burdened, and I will give you rest’ (Matthew 11:28).

So you ask what do I believe? I believe in you. I believe in all of you. And above all, I believe in my Father who has sent me. Hold to faith, even when the night feels endless. Though I go to the cross I will rise again, as my Father has promised. ‘And I will be with you always to the very end of the age’ (Matthew 28:20).

	Extension:
Personal contact is made to parishioners inviting them to “Come and See” in the past year.  This approach has not seen us recruit any new active members but we have increased our Auxiliary membership.

Works undertaken by members:
· Contact is made with the elderly, frail and housebound in the parish.  This is done by one member who makes a phone call and chats with parishioners.  Those who are contacted enjoy the opportunity of a chat with our Legionary.
· Auxiliaries are contacted before the ACIES and the Annual Mass and they are invited to attend. If necessary transport is arranged.
· Members man the Venerable Edel Quinn Centre weekly.
· The funeral Masses of deceased parishioners are attended and condolence visits to the family of Legionaries who are no longer attached to a Praesidium.
· We continue to circulate the Pilgrim Statue of Our Lady of Fatima.  Our Blessed Mother spends 2 weeks with the family.  One Legionary has taken on the responsibility of transporting Our Lady on her journey.  The last 12 months has found a number of parishioners wishing to have her in their home and the help offered by the Legionary ensures that she is at their home on the due date.
· 2 members ensure that there is always a supply of Miraculous Medals and Scapular medals available for a priest who shares them in his chapel.  These are put on chain which come in gold and silver.  The same members stitch Miraculous Medals into the Scapulars for distribution by Father 
· Members make Rosaries for the Piety Shop.  
· One member takes Holy Communion to several Parishioners each week.  
· We work with the Men Alive group in the parish supporting their functions .

Works undertaken that are not Legionary work:
· Members are Acolytes, Proclaimers of the Word and Extraordinary Ministers of the Eucharist in their parishes.
· The Praesidium has been represented at the following functions: the Annual Mass, Australia Needs Fatima, ACIES, 48 Hour Rosary Bouquet for Our Lady’s birthday.
· One member attended the Senatus Summer School in 2025
· One members undertakes the stocking and sales in the Piety shop on Comitium days.

Other Items:
· Since February 2025 our President Sr Sheelagh Tillotson has been in Melbourne looking after her son who has had several strokes but fortunately Sister was able to prepare our recording sheets for part of this time which has been greatly appreciated by the members.  Sr Rosemary Bennett has taken on the role of Acting Vice President during this time.
· One member has had to take extended leave as he has a serious eye problem  It is hoped that he will return shortly.  Another member has also had to ask for extended leave has she has had a life-threatening illness.  She will return as soon as she is strong enough.
· Our Treasurer’s books have been audited and found correct.  Our Praesidium passes all funds onto Comitium each month.
· Our Praesidium thanks Monsignor Thomas McDonald for his wonderful support of the Praesidium, often promoting us during his Masses and encouraging people to come and see.  He also supports us by encouraging the movement of the Pilgrim Statue.
